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OKLAHOMA COMFORT PROGRAM
APPLICATIONS FOR APPROVAL FOR GHP INSTALLATIONS 5.5 TONS AND OVER

To qualify for rebates in the Oklahoma Comfort Program (OCP), prior approval is required before work starts on installation of geothermal heat pump installations (GHPs) that are 5.5 tons or more. OMPA will prepare and submit applications. As a minimum, the following information is required for these applications:

A. Information for SHPO approval.

Application material required for approval by the State Historical Preservation Office (SHPO) depends on whether the building(s) on the property are less than 45 years old, or are 45 years old or older. See http://ompa.com/programs/oklahoma-comfort/shpo/ for details.

B. US DOE Ground Source Heat Pump Questionnaire – provide details of
1. The tonnage and overall system configuration (including details of multiple smaller units, if applicable).

2. Any land disturbance during system installation (including size of the area involved in loop installation), and any wetlands, flood plains, coastal zones, threatened and endangered species that may be impacted.
3. Boreholes to be drilled (identify test boreholes and total number of boreholes).

4. Heat exchange fluids to be used.

5. Any special design requirements.
6. Permits and/or regulations required and/or followed.

7. Steps that will be followed for erosion control (if any).

8. Methods that will be used to handle waste materials.

9. Information on the area hydrology (surface and subsurface), including location of nearest surface water and depth of aquifers.

C. Specific Environmental Issues
1. Describe any specific environmental issues that are expected. Contact OMPA if you have any questions.
D. Project Description Data Sheet – provide details of
1. Description of installation (probably already provided above).
2. Any issues related to underground power, gas, telephone or cable lines, drain tile, sprinklers, septic tank, water or sewer lines, equipment entry, landscape, trees/shrubs, easements.

3. Drawing(s) showing location of boreholes, manifolds and tie-ins relative to existing buildings and/or property corners.
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
