Oklahoma Comfort Program: Training for Geothermal Heat Pump Installers/Contractors
The Oklahoma Comfort Program (OCP) is helping electric utility customers of OMPA’s member cities to install energy-efficient Geothermal Heat Pump (GHP) systems.  OCP is using funds from the Stimulus State Energy Program (SSEP), as administered by the Oklahoma Department of Commerce, to provide rebates of $1,000 per ton for qualifying GHP installations.  Please note that there are specific criteria; full details of qualifying criteria for OCP rebates can be found at http://ompa.com/programs/oklahoma-comfort/.  
The following financial incentives are available to your customers for qualifying geothermal heat pump installations in participating OMPA cities:


Rebates

· $1,000 per ton for qualifying installations (OCP rebate) 
· $800 per ton (WISE rebate)* 
*Please note that some OMPA cities do not participate in the WISE rebate program. Electric utility customers may still be eligible for the OCP rebate – check with the city.  
Federal Tax Credits

· 30% of system cost (with no upper limit)
Installer/Contractor Criteria as outlined in the OCP
For GHP installations to qualify for the OCP rebates, installers/contractors of GHPs must meet the following criteria: 

· At least one installer on each job must have current IGSHPA (International Ground-Source Heat Pump Association) Installer Accreditation.
· At least one installer on each job must have appropriate state license (state mechanical license or OWRB drilling license for heat exchange wells).
· For at least one installer on each job, installers/contractors must have training and certification by their equipment manufacturer on their equipment.
· Contractors who install vertical closed loops for GHP installations must either have IGSHPA Installer or IGSHPA Vertical Loop Installer Accreditation.  
Installers and contractors must be listed on the OCP List of Approved Installers/Contractors for the GHP systems they install to qualify for OCP rebates.  This list and an application to be on the approved contractor list can be accessed at www.ompa.com/programs/oklahoma-comfort. 
ClimateMaster/IGSHPA Installer and Vertical Loop Installer Accreditation Training:

ClimateMaster and the OCP will offer training to all contractor/installers who provide services to an OMPA member city.  Training currently scheduled includes:

· ClimateMaster/IGSHPA Accredited Installer training will be held July 19-22 at the OMPA office located at 2701 W.I-35 Frontage Road in Edmond.  

For installers/contractors that work in OMPA member cities, ClimateMaster will cover the cost of the training and the OCP will cover the cost of books/materials.  Contractors/installers are responsible for the cost of IGSHPA Accreditation testing and the cost of IGSHPA Membership, as well as their own food and hotel accommodations (except that lunch will be provided during the training at no cost to attendees).  The cost for IGSHPA testing and membership is $180.  Please send a check, made payable to OMPA for $180 per person, along with your registration sheet.  
Once OMPA receives your check and registration you will be placed on the list of attendees.  Anyone not on the list of attendees will have to pay at the time of arrival.
